Since the founding of Saint Andrew’s Society in
1991, humanitarian support to the needy and
disenfranchised has been essential to the mission
of the Society. From the early years after the
collapse of communism, the faithful here in the
United States have supported efforts in Ukraine in
providing meals for the elderly poor.

Presently, five centers are supported by the
Society - Kyiv (2), Pereyaslav-Kmelnitsky,
Chernihiv, Ternopil and Chernivtsi.

Meals are distributed at soup kitchens, cafeterias
(hot meals five days a week) or delivered to home
bound elderly in these four cities. Food is
provided to pensioners that have no family or
social support, and are of limited financial
resources. This program is implemented with the
cooperation of local faithful in Ukraine.
