For most of the past twenty
years, Wall Street seemed to be the
only Source of steady good news.
Young financiers in their late twenties
and early thirties were collecting six fig-
ure bonuses. Average workers were seeing their egg nests grow at
paces never seen or dreamt of before in the history of the modern
world. Fortunes were being made overnight and everyone wanted a
share of the “big” pie. Even religious institutions were seduced by this
long lasting economic boom as charitable donations grew many folds
over these years. And dare someone raise a question or two about the
fundamentals of such an unstoppable economic spree from behind a
pulpit, during the airing of a TV/radio talk show, or in an article. He or
she would be shrugged off, included on the list of non-invitees, and
watch his or her article buried in the back sections of a newspaper/
magazine, if not nixed. After all who had the nerve to go head to head
against all these whiz giant CEO’s and Entrepreneurs who overnight
were turning ideas and failing businesses into multinational multibillion-
dollar enterprises backed by data and policies set by high-level elected
officials? Wasn’t Mr. Alan Greenspan (the former Chairman of the
Federal Reserve Bank), based on polls taken in the 1990’s, the most
trusted and listened to public figure in matters concerning the course
of the economy? And should
the ground under the stock
market become shaky, the “ex-
perts” were ready and quick
to assure us all, through the
multiple media outlets, that the
fundamentals are still sound
and strong and we only need
to look for new available op-
portunities such as the real
estate market. And we simply
believed them, no questions
asked. Besides, who wanted what looked like an endless creation of
wealth to come to a halt? Let us be realistic: No one. Even the staunch-
est pessimists and the wise among us had a buried wish that this good
news would never end.

Dear reader, we all go to bed every night dreaming of the
manna that will fall on our head from heaven as we wake up the next
morning: an unexpected salary raise, an inheritance from an old dying
relative, a winning lottery ticket, and so on. (Exodus 16) Hence, what is
wrong with seeing the price of a home or some shares bought legally
hit the roof? Is it so wrong to be able to pay one’s own mortgage in
5 or 10 years instead of 30? Is it a sin to offer one’s own parents a first
class ticket to go and visit the family and friends they left behind 20
years ago after migrating to a new country looking for a better fu-
ture? Is it so bad to be able to move one’s family into a new home
away from a crowded apartment? Tell me, is it? ...

Unfortunately, some months ago all these dreams that seemed
so accessible came face to face with reality.

May the Grace of our Lord and God and Savior Jesus Christ, the Love of God the Father and the
Fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all!

Dear and beloved brothers and sisters in the Lord!

Once again the ecclesiastical calendar of our Holy
Orthodox Church brings us to the sacred time of St. Philip’s Fast,
a time for all Christians to prepare for the birth of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. During this time of spiritual journey, we are to
seek the ways in which we can place our lives into the context of
the events of Bethlehem, knowing that in Christ our Savior we
are claimed as God’s own forever. The whole of this St. Philip’s
Fast and the salvation story is premised on the birth of the Child,
which offers us a glimpse and hope of new life. Unfortunately,
during this time each year we often fail to comprehend the
reason of this special and sacred season.

During the next several weeks, we shall seek to proclaim
in word and deed the possibility of new life for all humanity. By
the time Orthodox Christians enter into the season of St. Philip
fast and begin to prepare to greet into the world a new-born
Child, the commercial world has already declared its version of
the “Xmas Holidays”.  Being bombarded by the materialism
surrounding the celebration of this “joyful season”, we sometimes
forget that we have entered the time of waiting, reflection and
a heavy dose of joyful expectation. We are invited to fast in
order to renew our faith, deepen our prayer life and prepare
ourselves for a Holy Encounter with the Christ-Child.

Now more than ever, we who proclaim our love to Christ
must remind the world that the Nativity season is, indeed, a
proclamation of the Incarnation of Christ – the Word who “was
made flesh and dwelt among us” (John 1;14) in all humility as a
child in a manger – while we remember the promise of Christ to
return in all His Glory at the Great and Final Judgment;.

To reflect on the historical Nativity of the Christ-Child
and to await His glorious return has no value unless we willing
and able to nurture this birth in our hearts every single day. In
order to worthily celebrate Christ’s Nativity, we are invited during
this fasting period to participate in the fulfillment of God’s mission
“to bring good news to the poor, to release the captives and all
who are oppressed and to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor”
(Lk. 4:18-19).

The liturgical readings of the next several weeks, leading
us to the Nativity of Christ are as much about our birth as they
are to prepare us for the Nativity of the Savior. They are about
our identification with the events we read and hear in the Sacred
Scriptures. As Orthodox Christians, we need understand that there
is certain urgency about how we live out our Christian values.
We are invited to come and see Him – the Christ-Child – and to

see ourselves in Him. Where do we encounter
weakness in our own hearts? How do we become a
neighbor to those who are weak in our society? How well do we
represent the caring presence of God in the world?

When we live lives characterized by love and caring, we
do image that presence to the world today. The parish communities
that take seriously their call to image the reality of God offer
what secular institutions cannot: holiness of life, rejection of evil,
compassion for the other and a willingness to share.  We cannot
model a better way of living without first encountering the Christ-
Child – the Incarnation. This time of St. Philip’s fast calls us to
detach from the things and ways that are not of God and to
stand with God.

As in the past, we call you all, as our spiritual children, to
pray fervently during this season for the leaders of the world we
live in today.  It is a secularized world full of strife, economic
weakness and political instability.  Pray for the maturity of those
who lead all our nations and most especially those who lead in
Ukraine that their heart’s desire will always be to build a strong
nation based on a system of law. 

As we prepare ourselves for the sacred time of the
Nativity of our Lord, we pray for your successful journey through
St. Philip’s Fast and for your willingness to accept God’s Gift of
Love to us all.  May we all respond to the Good News of Christ’s
Nativity by looking not only down at the world’s misery, but up
to God and out to your family, friends, neighbors – and strangers.

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Reuniting our Spiritual Lives with our Worldly Lives

Most Americans celebrate
the Nativity of Our Lord without
giving the slightest thought to the
real significance of this most glorious
event in human history. I know that
this is a “broad brush” statement,
but within modern American society,
as well within the American
Orthodox community, this generali-
zation is more often true than false.

The problem is that in
today’s American culture few
Orthodox families actually prepare
for Christmas through prayer and
fasting. For many, the only period of
fasting with which they will be
involved is that six to fourteen hour
period, depending upon when the
Divine Liturgy is chanted, from the
beginning of Holy Supper and the
Eucharistic celebration of the
Nativity. Prayer has almost been
completely abandoned. Where is the spirituality in the
Orthodox Church today? Why have we separated our
spiritual lives from our worldly lives?

A major part of the answers to all the above
questions involves the American mindset. We must always
remember that, while there is a historically assumed and
widely proclaimed Judeo-Christian basis for our society,
American culture is predominantly Protestant in nature. This
Protestant influence is present in every aspect of American
life and it has even infiltrated into the Orthodox Church.

The quasi-religious influence of American culture,
which is most noticeable in the members of many Orthodox
parishes, causes the devaluation of any of the truly spiritual
influences of the Church. Fasting is optional because it
interferes with either the normal business or family dining
experience. Liturgical prayer becomes optional; the Divine
Liturgy is just a beautiful ritual without any real meaning.
Private prayer is something to which people resort when we
wish something from God. This is the infusion of
predominantly Protestant theology into our parishes.

Spirituality is reduced from a quest for a closer
relationship with God and the search for a more acute
awareness of His actions and presence in our lives to a sense
of well being which validates our existence, our self esteem
and our accomplishments. It becomes a “warm and fuzzy”
feeling that we derive from the notion that God has truly
given us what we deserve in our materialistic lives. The gospel
of prosperity prevails in the average American’s spiritual
quest: The more we have, the more God loves us.

We, in the Holy Orthodox
Church, must strenuously resist
these Protestant-based seculariz-
ing influences cloaked as “religious
values,” and the Feast of the
Nativity of Our Lord, Jesus Christ is
the perfect time to reconsider our
commitment to our spirituality. We
must begin to try to practice what
our Lord taught within the
Gospels. We must try to connect
with God by praying every day.
These prayers can be simple at
first and they do not take a very
long time: Five minutes two times a
day. Then begin to add to the
prayers and soon you will be
spending ten minutes three times
a day. As you keep “practicing,”
you will soon discover that
everything that you do will be an
act of prayer; in fact you will
discover that your entire life will be

offered to God, in what St. Paul refers to as “constant
prayer (Romans 12:12).”

Contemplative meditation, on the Glory and
wonder of God and His creation, works in much the same
way as prayer. Set aside five or ten minutes of quiet time
each day and contemplate on scripture, the writings of a
Church Father, or just the miracle of a bird soaring
through the air. Soon, the five or ten minutes will become
an hour of peace during which you can appreciate and
thank God for all that He has done, is doing and will do
in creation.

Fasting is the hardest of all spiritual disciplines. In
fact, we as Orthodox Christians are supposed to be
fasting every Wednesday and Friday throughout the year.
Hunger is a potent motivator of behavior but it is not
uncontrollable. You do not have to start with a strict
adherence to the Nativity Fast, especially if you have not
fasted during the year. You can start by keeping the Fast
for two days; then, add a day each week throughout the
Fast. By the time the Feast of the Nativity arrives you will
be fasting for an entire week. When the fast-free period
which follows the feast of the Nativity ends, you should
return to the normal cycle of fasting two day per week.

During this glorious time of year, it serves us well
to remember that the saints of the Orthodox Church
were nothing more than men and women who were just
like us, except they practiced what Jesus taught and then
received the benefits that Christ promised. May Our Lord
always be with you.

Christ is Born! Glorify Him!

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The goal of iconography in the Holy Orthodox
Church is to express the spiritual content of revelation in
a summary fashion through images and colors. This
explains the richness of the mystery being celebrated in
the Church liturgy. In the icon of the birth of Jesus, the
main iconographic model concerning the Mother and
Child is the one that was used from the sixth century
on. Until then Mary had been shown seated with the
Child on her knee, in accordance with a teaching of
Saint John Chrysostom (+407): “She (Mary) laid the
Child in the manger and later placed Him on her knee”
(Homily on the Maternity).

This posture was a way of showing that Mary
had in no way suffered when giving birth and reflected
the very real preoccupation at that time to indirectly
affirm her perpetual virginity. Once her inviolate integrity
was no longer being doubted, Mary was pictured
stretched out like any other woman who had just given
birth, to underline the human concreteness of the nativity.
The scene showing the bathing of the Child indicated a
double influence. From the apocryphal Gospel of
Matthew comes the inclusion of the midwife as a witness
to Mary’s virginity, while the bathing of the Newborn
was an element carried over from pagan art. Since there
was no reason for any purification in the incarnate Word,
the bath became a figure of Baptism, so the basin took
the form of a baptismal font.

The first pattern that strikes the viewer when
contemplating the icon as a whole is its triple horizontal
subdivision, around the main scene of the Nativity. In the
bottom strip of the icon are represented the earthly
aspects of the great event. On the one hand, its concrete
reality: the nurse and the bath of the Newborn. On the
other, its being outside the normal laws of human
generation. The figure of Joseph is used to convey this
message both by his distance from the Mother and Child
figure, and by the suggestion of how difficult it was for
human thought to enter into the mystery. The identity
of the person facing Joseph is unknown: he could be
the Prophet Isaiah, a mythological figure, or a devil
tempting him.

In the icon’s middle strip is depicted the first
manifestation of the incarnate Word: to the Angels and
the shepherds. The mystery is present and as such even
the Theotokos is contemplating. Stretched out in repose
like any other woman who has just given birth, Mary yet
remains the most holy Mother of God, whom the red
carpet interwoven with gold encloses within a cocoon of
glory.

The Baby wrapped in swaddling clothes
anticipates the Man who will be wrapped in a  shroud

and laid in the tomb. His head is located precisely on the
vertical axis of the whole icon, clearly marked by the
divine ray of light. Precisely around this tiny Son of Man
will be unleashed the big battle which is already lurking
behind Him, in the pitch-black cave.

Everything will be decided around Him because,
in reality, He is the axis of the entire world. The traditional
figures of the ox and the ass symbolize that creation
which “is eagerly waiting for God to show who his children
are” (Romans 8: 19), and which has already recognized
in this Baby the Creator and Savior.

The top section depicts the manifestation of the
Lord to the Magi, the Wise Men from the East. This
Theophany (manifestation of God) is cloaked in silence:
the star is the sign of God’s presence. The Angels worship
the sign of salvation in its eternal actuality, while the
Magi seem to be drawn our of time towards the divine
ray, in whose light they are completely immersed.

The vertical movement built into the design of
the icon unifies the three segments into a summary vision
of the plan of salvation in accordance with the thought
of Saint John Chrysostom, for whom Theophany, Pascha,
and even Pentecost are already contained within the
Nativity.

The iconographer, by contrasting the blackness
of the cave and the brightness of the star, seems to
express the joy of mankind conscious of being able to
offer to its Creator and Redeemer something besides its
own misery and obscurity, namely, the One who is “higher
in honor than the Cherubim and more glorious without
compare than the Seraphim, she who gave birth to God
the Word in virginity.”

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Stock prices began to tumble and the market price of
commodities led by the oil industry started to fall sharply.

Wall Street, and thus lost our compass. We allowed the
material world to dictate our lives instead of being in charge
and setting the example for our fellow human beings.
(Luke 16:13) Having recognized our sin, we are called to
change the course of our living and put the teachings of
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ into action. Hence, during
these dire times we are invited to come together as one

community in order to transform our
churches into living mangers where the
needy and the afflicted, the jobless and
the helpless will be able to find the
good news that the angels shared with
the shepherds two thousand years ago:
“Fear not; for behold, I proclaim to you
good news of great joy that will be
for all the people. For today in the city
of David a savior has been born for
you who is Messiah and Lord.” (Luke
2:10-11)

However, let us not be tempted
to say: We are also in need and who
knows what tomorrow brings with this
tough economical situation? Let’s have
faith in God and remember that the
first thing these needy people are look-
ing for is to regain their dignity and
find hope. These needs demand only
a small sacrifice on our part: an open

heart willing to offer a hug and a listening ear. Once
these “Christmas” gifts are shared, I am confident God
will bless us all with the true manna from Heaven.

On the second day of the Conference, our clergy
heard presentations from Archimandrite Meletios (Webber),
Ihumen (Abbot) of the Monastery of St. John of San
Francisco.  Father Meletios, a spiritual son of Bishop Kallistos
(Ware), is a well known author and speaker, and spoke
concerning certain aspects of the spiritual life that affect all
human beings, clergy and laity alike, but of which clergy
must be especially aware, in the performance of their God-
given responsibility to spiritually direct those entrusted to their
care.  A number of the Fathers of the Church teach the
specific topics which Father discussed, but his gift is to be
able to present these sometimes complex themes in a way
both understandable and one to which all can relate - our
Clergy were certainly blessed to have been able to hear these
presentations.

In addition, a workshop for Deacons of the Metropolia
was skillfully led by Very Rev. Fr. Taras Naumenko, a pastor
of St. Vladimir Ukrainian Orthodox Cathedral in Philadelphia,
PA who reviewed with the deacons of the Church the liturgical
Ustav and reflected upon their ministry in the pastoral parish
setting.

On the second day of the Conference a number of
different presentations were heard and discussions held.  It
began with questions, answers and discussion between our
parish clergy and our hierarchs, as difficult and delicate issues
were openly and frankly discussed, in a spirit of Christian
love and pastorship.  A Liturgical Workshop for our Deacons
was held, and our current Clergy had the opportunity to
meet a number of our potential future Clergy, as His Grace
Bishop Daniel and Very Reverend Bazyl Zawierucha, the Dean
of Students and Rector of St. Sophia’s Seminary, respectively,
gave a presentation on the current state of the Seminary,
and of vocations in our Holy Metropolia, during which all of
the current full-time Seminarians were introduced.

Finally, Very Reverend
John Harvey shared how our Parish of Saints
Peter and Paul, in Youngstown, Ohio, has
made the commitment to move from the
ineffective method of dues, used to support
their Parish and its Christian Mission, to the
established Biblical concept of stewardship.
The common element throughout the entire
Conference, present during the Divine
Services, the Presentations, the Discussions,
the shared meals, and the crucial time for
simple fellowship with others who have walked in your
shoes and whose experiences mirror your own, was the
knowledge, beyond any simple feeling, of the brotherhood
in which we are all a part, called by God in a way that
cannot be explained to others, to serve our Lord, God and
Savior Jesus Christ, here, in the Vineyard which He has planted
with His own Right hand - the Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of the United States of America.

Council of the Metropolia Meets
in Annual Session at Church Center!

The Council of the Metropolia – Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA – held its annual meeting
in the Auxiliary Hall at St. Andrew Metropolia Center in
South Bound Brook, New Jersey on 10-11 November 2011
to discuss and evaluate the life of the Church and to set
the budget for the upcoming fiscal year. The Metropolitan
Council is the highest administrative body overseeing the

Dr. Ihor Mahlay.  Also present at the meeting were
alternate Council members, V. Rev. Jakiw Norton and
Subdeacon Richard Jendras.

His Eminence Archbishop Antony offered a special
meditation reflecting upon St. John Chrysostom’s
commentary on prayer, calling all to a life of prayer –
prayer that is offered not only at specific times set aside
during the day – but, in addition, prayer offered by the
things we do and the way we do them in service to
Christ and in His Love.  The Archbishop led the Council
members into a certainty that God would provide the
Light necessary for each step they take in service to Him
and in service to fellow man.  Fear need not be a factor
in our prayerful offering up of our very selves in complete
devotion and dedication to the extension of His Kingdom
throughout the world.

Following the Archbishop’s address, His Grace
Bishop Daniel, the Ruling Hierarch of the Western Eparchy
of the Church provided his reflections on the spiritual
welfare of the Eparchy and shared a reflection on the
importance of continued efforts of establishment of a
monastery of the Church, a place of continued prayers
and spiritual growth.  Reflecting on the daily parish life
in the Church, the bishop stated that “…what we should
have, in my view, is a Church where the parish leadership
recognizes and empowers decision-making at the
appropriate levels; where communally we listen to and
discern with the people of God what “the Spirit is saying
to the Church” and then articulate that as a praying,
serving community. We need to experience the simplicity
of Faith in God and trust in the people of God to take
what may seem to some or many as a spiritual risk. The
Church could be enriched as a result through a communal
diversity which truly integrates socio-cultural values and

life of the Church between the regular triennial Sobors.
The Metropolitan Council is composed of the bishops,
clergy and lay members elected by the Church Sobor
and the Presidents of our Church’s three Central
Organizations. The Council Meeting was preceded on 9
November by the regular monthly Consistory meeting.

His Eminence Archbishop Antony led the Council
Members in a Moleben beseeching God’s protection of
our Holy Church, which was followed by a Memorial
Service for recently reposed family members of Council
Members Dr. Paul Micevych and Helen
Greenleaf.  His Eminence, on behalf of the
convalescing Metropolitan Constantine, opened
the annual session and expressed his gratitude
to God Almighty that we have the opportunity
once again to gather and work together for
the glory of God and in service to the Body of
Christ – our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church. 
He welcomed the Council Members – Bishop
Daniel, Protopresbyter Taras Chubenko; V. Rev.
Fathers Bazyl Zawierucha, Michael Kochis,
Robert Holet, T imothy Tomson, Taras
Naumenko and Vasile Sauciur; Eng. Emil
Skocypec, Dr. Gayle Woloschak, Dr. Paul
Micevych, Helen Boyko-Greenleaf, Michael
Kapeluck, Olga Coffey, Michael Kapeluck and
Panimatka Linda Oryhon; UOL President Martha
Misko, UUOS President Tamara Parubchenko
and St. Andrew Society President Protodeacon
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insights into a living Faith, together with a discernment
of how our parish ministries can promote unity in the
Church…”

The first day of the Council focused on report
of the President of the Consistory – Archbishop Antony. 
During his report he called upon the various Directors of
the Consistory Offices of Ministry to expand upon their
written reports and to answer any questions Council
members may have.  The Archbishop purposefully
appoints members of the Council to head as many of
the Offices as possible, so that each member is heavily
invested in the work of administering our Church.  Our
Church is blessed with active ministries in many spheres
of work in the following Offices of Ministry: Stewardship,
Youth and Young Adult, Religious Education, Christian
Charity, Parish and Mission Development, External Affairs
and Interchurch Relationships, Liturgical Publications,
Family and Adult, Clergy Affairs, Cultural Affairs, Archives
and Historical Information, Communications/Public
Relations, Financial Affairs and Development. Only a few
of the Directors are compensated in any way, but every
one of them is so dedicated to their efforts.

His Beat itude Metropol itan Constant ine
participated at this point of the meeting via telephone
call.  He thanked the Council members for their continued

dedication to God and His Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of the USA.  He reminded them of the importance of
their office as Council members and expressed his deep
regret that he was unable to be with us.

Discussion continued after the Metropolitan’s
words and was detailed about the work of the Consistory
and the Council found a consensus in support of the
proposals coming out of the report, such as the following:

 • Deaneries wil l be encouraged to sponsor
transportation via vans or small buses to parish youth
who want to participate in our encampments at All Saints
Camp. 
   • A plan will be developed through our mission fund
to provide stipends for camp counselors during our
encampments.
   • A church school teacher certification program will
be strongly supported and a study conducted to
determine how we can encourage our students to choose
attendance at church school and worship over secular
and sports activities scheduled for Sunday morning.
   • A new Christian
Ministry program will be
developed to help people
right here in the USA
through an Appalachian
Ministry.
   • The Consistory will
consider establishing an
Office of Liturgical Arts
to serve as a resource
center for par ishes
planning renovation or
beautification projects.
   • Adult Ministry will
develop a marr iage
encounter/retreat prog-
ram to serve the needs
of our faithful.
   • A target date for the grand opening of our complete
History and Education Complex – Museum, Library,
Archive, Conference Center has been set for the year
2015 – as a “Kick-Off” for our Church’s 100th anniversary
celebration in 2016.
   • Our Church’s ministry will be greatly expanded on
the Internet with excellent individuals volunteering to assist
in the effort.
   • Our cemetery expansion is on schedule and a
concentrated effort will be initiated in 2012 to bring its
availability to the surrounding areas.  Holy Resurrection
Mausoleum will also be brought to the attention of all
perspective cemetery plot purchasers.
   • St. Andrew Book Store and Ecclesiastical Supply will
close permanently as a physical store at the end of
December because it is simply not a good source of
income for our Church’s needs.  The parishes will be
made aware of the close-out specials which will certainly
result from this decision.

   • Leadership workshops will be developed and
conducted on a regional basis for parish boards and for
individuals active in parish and church organizations.

The second day of the Council of the Metropolia
on November 11 began with remembrance of our
deceased and living military men and women on the
occasion of Veteran’s Day. The first report heard during
the morning session was from V. Rev. Bazyl Zawierucha,
Provost of St. Sophia Theological Seminary.  Of particular
interest was the fact that there are ten full-time resident
students enrolled in the Seminary for this academic year. 
Four new students from Ukraine arrived in August to

ourselves in a less than perfect financial condition, with
the hope that the improving economy will also improve
that condition.  The Council recognized with gratitude
the Consistory’s efforts to cut costs and reduce staff
over the past year, but realized that much more still had
to be done.  The Council approved the report and closely
discussed the budget proposal for 2012, which gave
evidence that the Consistory will make additional expense
cuts and attempt to recruit more qualified volunteers to
assist in the work that needs to be accomplished.  Several
cuts were made in the budget proposal, but all of the
major ministry programs of the Church will proceed as
usual and hopefully with much success. 

The Consistory expressed gratitude to all the
parishes, which have fulfilled their obligations to the
Church over the past year and encouraged those falling
behind to do everything to rectify the situation.  Only
ten percent of our parishes responded to the 2010 Sobor
request that all parishes try to donate $5,000 to their
church to help reduce the financial deficits being
experienced.  The Council approved the amended budget
for the 2012 fiscal year.  An important decision made
about the two homes on Main Street across from the
Memorial Church, which for the third time in ten years
and several other times before this, have been covered
in flood waters.  They will be either razed or sold. It was
made clear by insurance adjustors that this flooding would
probably be a more frequent occurrence because of
changes in flood control in neighboring communities. 

The Ukrainian Orthodox League, United Ukrainian
Orthodox Sisterhoods, St Andrew Society, All Saints Camp,
and the Historical and Educational Complex next
presented their organizational reports. 

The Seminary continues its
effort toward accreditation.  The present path is through
the New Jersey Department of Education, which is a
lengthy and difficult process, but the one which presently
is most suitable for our program.  Further accreditation
could be made much easier after this state licensing is
accomplished.

The balance of the morning session and much
of the afternoon session of the day was consumed by a
serious discussion of our Church’s financial status, needs
and concerns. The financial report was presented by
Treasurer Emil Skocypec and his assistant, Natalia
Honcharenko.  It was revealed that we continue to find

The Senior UOL president Mrs. Martha Misko
presented a check to the Consistory to assist in the repairs
necessary after the onslaught of Hurricane Irene.  The
League further dedicated its annual Thanksgiving Tithing
Program, during which it asks the faithful of our Church
to contribute 10% of what they spent on their
Thanksgiving Day meal to a specific purpose each year,
also to hurricane relief at the Metropolia Center.  The
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UOL will continue its many educational and
spiritual programs as always, including
support of our seminarians through the
Metropolitan John Scholarship Fund and
college students through the Lynn Sawchuk
– Sharon Kuzbyt Scholarship Fund.

The United Sisterhoods will also
continue its program of assistance to the
History and Education Fund, the Church
Orphanage Adoption Program and
scholarships for college students.  The
organization is still reeling from the incredible
loss of finances through the former treasurer
of the organization misappropriation of funds
– which is still being investigated by legal
authorities in Maryland.  All records have been
turned over to the State’s Attorney’s office
and a lawsuit to recover lost funds is in
process.  The UUOS is redefining itself and
will attempt to draw younger sisterhood
members from our parishes into the process.

St. Andrew Society still continues its
humanitarian efforts in Ukraine and in its
association with the V. Rev. Wolodymyr and
Panimatka Halyna Lewytskyj Scholarship Fund
now provides scholarships for the seminarians
at St. Sophia Seminary. Following the
conclusion of the council meeting and dinner,
the bishops, members of the Council, and
students of St. Sophia Theological Seminary
joined together for prayers and a
presentation at the Seminary’s Three Holy
Hierarchs Chapel. During the presentation,
$10,000 in scholarships was awarded from
the Fund to the full time students of the
Seminary by Pani Luba Lewytska, a daughter
of V. Rev. Wolodymyr and Panimatka Halyna
Lewytskyj. A Memorial Service for the deceased
benefactors was served in the chapel.

Concluding the second day of sessions, the Council
established committees to re-evaluate our Church policies
for Dispute Resolution and Sexual Misconduct.  A Pre-
Sobor Commission (2013) was appointed with the goal of
creating a new kind of experience for the participants-
representatives of our parishes – one which would
encourage greater participation from parishes and greater
interest in continuing service to God through the Church.

Gratitude was expressed by the Council members
to the Consistory, the staff, especially the financial
department, and the volunteers for their efforts during
the past year, in spite of the budget cuts and difficult
economic times.  These employees and volunteers, and all
the directors of the Offices of Ministry, the Archbishop
stated, are people who give far more than they receive to
the ministries they head.

Archbishop Antony reminded the Council members
about their sacred responsibilities, having been elected to

the Council not only by their brothers and
sisters in the Faith, but by the Holy Spirit, Who
we believe with certainty guides every decision
made during our Sobors.  He called the
members to increased participation in the life
of the Church.  They all have particular
responsibilities as Directors of Offices of
Ministry or on various committees or
commissions, but he stated that they will be
asked to travel to the parishes in their area in
behalf of the Council, to ensure that the
faithful of our Church fully comprehend the
breadth of work and accomplishments of the
Church administration.  They will be asked to
draw the parishes into greater participation in
the life and activity of the Church – to bring
down the concept of parishes existing as

separate individual entities – and developing the
understanding the they are part of something much
greater – Christ’s Church – our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox
Church, which has a definite mission to accomplish and a
message to proclaim – all for the Glory of God.
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Victims of Genocidal Famine in Ukraine Remembered!

The walls of the 19th century
St. Patrick Cathedral in New York, NY

were filled with about 5000 people and
solemn chanting of a Memorial service, honoring

the memory of about 10 million people, the victims of
the artificially created Genocide-Famine in Ukraine of 1932-
1933. 

On Saturday, November 19, 2011 at 1:30PM, the
Ukrainian community, under the leadership of the
Ukrainian Congress Committee of America (UCCA) held
its now annual requiem service to commemorate the
78th Anniversary of Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-1933,
known in Ukrainian as the Holodomor. The clergy and
hierarchs of the Ukrainian Orthodox and Catholic
Churches (His Beatitude Swiatoslaw,  Major Archbishop
of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church; His Eminence
Archbishop Antony of the Eastern Eparchy of the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA; His Eminence
Metropolitan Stefan Soroka of the Ukrainian Catholic
Archdiocese of Philadelphia; His Grace Bishop Paul
Chomytsky and Bishop-Emeritus Basil Losten of Ukrainian
Catholic Eparchy of Stanford, CT and His Grace Bishop
Daniel of the Western Eparchy of the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the USA) led this year’s Memorial Pahankhyda
for the repose of the souls of the millions of innocent
victims of the Ukrainian Genocide of 1932-1933. 

Following the requiem service, representatives
from the United States government were offered an
opportunity to deliver remarks.  Among the speakers were
His Eminence Archbishop Antony, the Ruling Hierarch of
the Eastern Eparchy of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of the USA, Tamara Gallo Olexy, president of the
Ukrainian Congress Committee of America, His Beatitude
Swiatoslaw, a newly elected Major Archbishop of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, Senator Charles
Schumer (D-NY), Ambassador of Ukraine to the United
States of America Olexander Motsyk, His Grace Bishop
Paul Chomytsky, Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy of Stanford,

CT to name a few.  A statement President Obama in
remembrance of the 78th anniversary of the Holodomor
was also read. The Dumka Choir, under the direction of
maestro Vasyl Hrechynsky chanted solemn responses to
a Memorial Panakhyda for the Famine victims. 

The Genocide of 1932-1933 is one of the darkest
pages in the history of the Ukrainian nation.  Up to 10
million innocent victims were starved to death through a
deliberate Soviet policy aimed at crushing the nationally
conscious Ukrainian peasantry.  The Ukrainian Genocide
ranks among the worst cases of man’s inhumanity
towards man and is perhaps the most extreme example
of the use of food as a weapon.

“Strangers No Longer: Ukrainian Catholics and
Orthodox Remember the Holodomor” was the topic of
a lecture presented by His Grace Bishop Daniel of the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA and Right Rev.
Dr. Andriy Chirovsky, professor of Theology at
Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky Institute of Eastern
Christian Studies, Saint Paul University in Ottawa, Canada.
The Huffington Ecumenical Institute at Loyola Marymount
University in Los Angeles, CA welcomed the faculty,
students and community of greater Los Angeles
Metropolitan area on Wednesday, November 16, 2011
for an afternoon of reflection, prayer and discussion
centered on the Genocidal Famine - Holodomor in Ukraine
of 1932-1933. 

The day began at 2PM with the opening of an
art exhibit of Holodomor sketches by Eugenia Dallas,
who also presented a short reflection on the lives of
millions of people that perished during the horrific years
of Genocidal Famine of 1932-1933 in Ukraine. Later in
the day, the participants of the conference reviewed a
documentary “Genocide Revealed” directed by Yurij
Luhovy.

At 5PM over 150 participants gathered at the
University’s Hall for a Memorial Panakhyda service,
honoring the memory of the deceased victims of this
man-made Famine. The responses to the Panakhyda
service were chanted by two choirs: Kobzar Ukrainian
Corus of Los Angeles, CA under the direction of Greg
Hallick and Select Student Chorus of Loyola Marymount
University (Mr. Antonia Alonso - conductor), directed by
Rev. Deacon Nicholas Denysenko. The Memorial service
was followed by reflections on the way in which
memorializing the genocide has brought together
Ukrainians of different faith traditions, especially Orthodox
and Catholics in the United States.

Vladimir’s Cathedral and 8 priests, representing the Parma
and vicinity Ukrainian parishes.

In addition to this new position at Lakewood
Hospital, Fr. Dennis has been serving as dean of St.

During the meeting
it was agreed that as an organization we need to set
new objectives and update our Sisterhoods’ previous
activities.  Our Goal would then be a resource to the
Ukrainian/American woman so as to address her concerns
and needs intellectually, spiritually, within the parish unit
and well as her family unit.

In traveling to various parishes and speaking to
many women in each sisterhood – the one common
question that was asked “how can we as “Ukrainian/
American” women of var ious generat ions and
backgrounds fit into the main Sisterhood today?”

One of our goals would be to invite professional
individuals to conduct specific seminars. These seminars
would be of informative nature only and only a guidance
to resources in order to find more details to meet individual
needs. These seminars could be held in parish halls or
designated places.

 Suggested Seminars:

1. Medical Doctors would discuss the need for flu shots,
the need for cancer check up, annual check ups for
children and adults

2. Social workers would detail the steps for elder care
either at home or nursing homes

3. Financial experts would list questions that an individual
should ask of their financial advisor or tax experts

4. Personal safety for children elders and ourselves would
be addressed

5. Invite professional Ukrainian/American women  who
have achieved great success within their profession to
be role models to our young men and women for a
seminars in Law, Medicine, Political arena, Business, Finance
etc

During the 19th Sobor at the Ukrainian Cultural
Center in Bound Brook, N.J., the  UUOS reported the
activity for the last three years and the concerns about
the vital ministry of the Church’s organization. Parallel
with these major concerns the outpouring of volunteers
was enormous. His Beatitude Metropolitan Constantine
was gracious enough to ask “how can we help?” This
question was uplifting and opened the path for great
hope and positive future endeavors to our organization.

We have changed the policy and methodology
for financial accountability and every audit will be annually
reviewed by a certified CPA. During these trying times,
His Eminence Archbishop Antony held our organization
together with prayer, positive attitude and always giving
us hope that there is light and love after the dark cloud.
We thank him from the bottom of our hearts for his
unwavering guidance.

Of great concern to all members is that we have
become very lax in investing in our local parish
communities and preserving our traditions.

Scholarship for our college bound students. Requirement
will be revamped, updates, posted in Ukrainian Orthodox
Word and forwarded to each parish.

The organization shall continue with charity work
to Ukrainian orphanages, the soup kitchens and
designated charities.

On October 9th, our Archives hosted an Open House, where visit-
ors were able to meet the archivist, view selected items from the
archival collections, and learn about the variety and scope of our
holdings.

On October 1 3th, our interim director Natalia Honcharenko

traveled to Ramapo College to deliver a lecture entitled “Ukraine
and Its People” to a class in Cultural Anthropology. The course was
devoted to studying the living cultures of three countries, one of
which was Ukraine. The students also came the United Ukrainian
Orthodox Sisterhoods Fall Festival to see the stage show, partake in
Ukrainian cuisine, and interact with other attendees to understand
how they live their culture.
On October 15th, our archivist Michael Andrec participated in the

K–12 Archives Education Institute, a one-day symposium at the of-
fices of the US National Archives in Manhattan that aimed to help
history and social studies teachers make use of primary source mater-
ial. This year’s theme was “Immigration and Migration” , something
about which we have quite a bit of material. Mike presented docu-
ments from our collections that portray the DP experience from a
Ukrainian perspective, some of which will hopefully be used by sec-
ondary school teachers in their classrooms.

Subdeacon John Charest Ordained to Deaconate!

I’m very blessed to have been brought up in the
Orthodox Church, or to be “cradle Orthodox” as it’s
sometimes called. If I weren’t brought up with the beautiful
traditions that worked there way into my life I’m not sure if
I otherwise would have found the Church or my calling.

The first step in my journey was to become an altar
boy. Once my brother Gregg had received his first Holy
Confession and started to serve in the altar, I “decided” that
I was also old enough. My parents, Sunday school teacher,
and pàð³ñã ïàñòîð weren’t so easily swayed. Fr. Myron has a
daughter about the same age as me he knew all too well
that a three and a half year old wasn’t capable of serving in
the altar every Sunday. So for two more years I watched my
brother and the other boys serving in the altar, certain that
I could be doing just what they were doing. The time outside
the altar afforded me the opportunity to appreciate things
outside the altar. For instance, the candles in front of the
icons are too far away to be blown out by someone in the
first pew or that if you keep your hands directly in front of
your body your Sunday school teacher won’t know that
you’re playing games on your fingers. My most vivid memory
is of when the priests would incense the Church. The pews
are very close to the wall at Holy Archangel Michael Ukrainian
Orthodox Church in Woonsocket, RI and I loved the way the
priests’ phelone (outer most cape-like vestment) would slide
over each pew as he passed by. I would sit as close to the
end of the pew as possible in hopes that I’d get to feel the
silky underside of the beautiful brocade and receive some of
the Grace that the priest possessed…

When I was finally given the blessing to serve in the
altar I became even more fascinated with the clergy and so
I had many more questions. “Why was the priest the only
one who could stand in front of that “big table”? How come
he said so many prayers while the choir was singing, everyone
keeps telling me to pay attention? How come he can put his
vestments all by himself but we altar boys have to get his

blessing?” When I was young it
was hard to wait for appropriate
times to ask these questions but
the more answers I received the
more I knew I loved this special
place and was in no rush to go back to sitting in the pews.

In the year 2000, His Eminence Archbishop Antony
tonsured and set aside me as a subdeacon. He told me that
I was to remain a student and to remain humble. With great
emphasis he explained that I shouldn’t feel as if I have rank
or power over anyone or anything in the church but instead
that this new title was to set me aside as a student and to
learn from everyone in the parish not to try to teach them.
He said the first thing I needed to learn was humility, and
went on to explain that I was to serve not to be served.
Unfortunately it wasn’t until years later that I even began to
know what he was talking about. I loved having a cassock,
wearing a different vestment from the other boys, and that
I now had ‘rights’ (I didn’t understand them as privileges or
duties) within the altar.

His Eminence and I stayed in touch throughout the
years and I specifically remember one phone call that was
the beginning to a more fulfilling life. Archbishop Antony
had just come back from Ukraine with a group of adults
with whom he’d visited a number of monuments dedicated
to the victims of the Artificially Created Famine in Ukraine of
1932-1933, but most notable were the orphanages he saw.
In our phone conversation he told me that a group of college
age kids were going to be visiting these orphanages and I
should apply to go on the trip. I had no idea what I was
signing up for. I proudly put on my application that I was a
subdeacon in the Church, had experience as a rehabilitation
aide, along with a plethora of other skills. When my group
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arrived in Ukraine and I was brought children
with deformities that I’d never even imagined,
I began to learn what Archbishop was talking
about. The nanny in the orphanage began
treating me like I was a doctor, taking notes
on what I had to say about each child she
brought to me. She would mimic all the
motions I made and practice the stretches
with me watching to make sure she was
doing them right. This only inflated my ego
for the first three children but when she
began to bring me children whose deformities
might not be cured by even multiple surgeries
I hit my breaking point. She didn’t think I
was a doctor; she wasn’t impressed that I’m
American; she thought I could perform
miracles. My first dose of humility. It doesn’t
matter what I write on an application, or
what I tell myself I’m capable of, it all boils down to what
God has given us. I felt useless as I could do nothing physical
for those children.

Back in the United States I was coming around to
understanding what Archbishop Antony had said. I began to
spend time with the people of the parish and learn from
them as people instead of trying to convince them I should
be given the same respect as the priest.
When I finally opened myself up to the
people I was able to see a new side of
myself, and I liked it. I liked serving in
the altar but was beginning to love
serving outside of the altar. So I decided
to explore my vocation to the Holy
Priesthood. I called His Eminence and told
him this “great plan” and he told me
that I could decide if I was going to apply
to seminary but I couldn’t decide if Holy
Priesthood was for me. He explained that
the seminary is a great place to learn
about our beautiful and rich Faith but
not everyone who goes gets ordained. I
was blown away further when he went
on to explain that some people went to
seminary only with the intention of
getting the seminary education without
wanting to get ordained! This seemed
very impractical to me as American
customs teach that we only get
education to further our lives and expand
our bank accounts. I was relieved when he, along with my
parents, gave me the prerequisite of completing college before
entering into any kind of seminary program.

While finishing my college degree I was able to travel
on 3 more mission trips to Ukraine and interact with and
learn from a variety of people. The subsequent trips were
even more influential than the first because I had a better
understanding of what I was getting into. What I was getting
into was being totally vulnerable and relied upon both at

the same time. This is what a ministry is all
about and this is what I am thirsty for. After
finishing college I tried to live my own life
and avoided my calling. I thought that
working on a cruise ship would be a glorious
life and selfishly hoped for lots of personal
gain – see the world, learn about other
cultures, and get paid to play games (I
worked in the youth activities department).
The Lord had other plans for me and
reminded me of my calling by putting, my
now wife, Laryssa Tschaikowsky, on some
of the same mission trips as me. We became
friends while on the trips and more than
friends when we returned to our respective
cities. However, I had signed papers to be
on the cruise ship. So while I was on the
cruise ship, she was on land, and our

relationship was difficult at a time it was supposed to be
growing. I decided to leave the cruising life and move to
Chicago to be closer to her.

My move to Chicago finally pushed further the
thought of being active for the Lord. I was now part of St.
Volodymyr Ukrainian Orthodox Cathedral in Chicago, IL,
enrolled in the St. Stephen’s Theology program, and regularly

serving with His Grace Bishop Daniel. Having
access to Bishop Daniel on a regular basis
was such a blessing. I got to see the
different avenues he explored with his
ministry and realized that outside of the
mission trips I hadn’t done anything with
mine. I heard his stories of being an Army
Chaplain and I wanted to join the Army
(Matushka Laryssa was quick to remind
me how tough our relationship was when
I was on the cruise ship). I see the pictures
he brings back from his trips to the
orphanages and wanted to make that my
ministry too. I heard wonderful sermons
about how he ministers in hospitals and
looked into being a hospital chaplain.
Finally, at the beginning of my third year,
His Grace Bishop Daniel asked me quite
seriously where I saw myself in 1, 5, and
10 years and I didn’t have an answer. Up
to that moment I hadn’t given this question
any thought. I had just moved from one
idea to the next. I traveled to Ukraine,

graduated college, worked on a cruise ship, and I had dreamt
about a whole bunch of things but I hadn’t DONE anything.

After much consideration of His Grace’s question, I
began to think of how I could best minister. The answer was
all over the TV, Internet, in magazines, and newspapers.
Teenage kids were killing themselves. And I thought, as suicide
becomes more prevalent in our media it’s going to seem like
a more viable option for the vulnerable. So I decided to make
this my final project for the St. Stephen’s program. I spoke

with His Grace Bishop Daniel about my idea and after
some direction from him I began to produce a workshop
for the youth of our Ukrainian Orthodox Church of
America that would be presented at All Saints Camp
during the Teen Conference encampment. With the
blessing of His Grace Bishop Daniel and the approval of
my seminary teachers I began to work on a series of
interactive lectures for Orthodox teenagers in America.

ordination to the Holy Deaconate. Just when everything had
seemingly begun to fall into place was the time that I’m
became most petrified.

For the next few months I was ashamed to tell
anyone that I wasn’t ready to be a deacon. On paper I’d
fulfilled all the requirements; I’m a subdeacon who has
completed a three year theological course of studies, I’ve
completed three ministry based projects, and I’m active in
my local parish. However, I don’t live on paper; I live in the
real world where I could be the one to make or break
someone. The responsibility really frightens me. On Facebook
people are saying congratulations and “Axios” but I feel
unworthy… Thoughts like this PLAGUED my mind and
sometimes even brought me to tears. But this was part of
my journey. I had to do a self reflection of my entire life,
the good and the bad, and come up with an honest answer.

So, I am being called to serve as a deacon of Christ’s
Holy Church. I needed to feel vulnerable while allowing others
to depend on me. I needed to minister to the people. On the
day of my ordination, His Grace Bishop Daniel reaffirmed
the exact reasons that I told myself I should respond “YES”
to the Lord’s call. In his sermon he mentioned that, as a
deacon, I read the Gospel from the middle of the Church so
that I’m among the people. He said I should always be among
the people bringing the Mysteries to them. He told me that
I was to work with my parish priest, Fr. Vasyl Sendeha of
Sts. Peter and Paul Ukrainian Orthodox Church in Palos Park,
IL, to not only bring the Holy Mysteries to people, but to be
an example of the Gospel to them. His Grace challenged
me, in front of the entire parish family, to be the minister
that I was so scared to be…

Finally the moment of ordination came and I am a
deacon in the Orthodox Church. I didn’t expect my anxiety to
slow down any on the actual day of ordination or even subside
much on the following day (serving my first Liturgy with a
Bishop present). What has taken my by surprise is that I’m
not anxious about the mistakes I’ll make – standing in the
wrong spot, going into the altar at the wrong time, or being
terribly off key. Instead, I feel more anxious now about the
responsibilities I carry.  The ordination was the culmination to

a wonderful jour-
ney. When I ref-
lect on my jour-
ney I think all the
way back to my
upbringing in the
Church and not
just my seminary
years. It was my
foundation that
helped me to
answer the calling
and I pray that
my foundation
will serve me well
as I grow into this
beautiful ministry.

In the summer of 2011 I traveled to Emlenton,
PA to All Saints Ukrainian Orthodox Camp to give my
presentation. One of the ideas I had to drive home the
fact that 1 in 8 kids between the ages of 15 – 24 has
considered suicide was to have all the kids stand up,
count off in 8’s and have all the 1’s through 7’s sit down.
This idea proved to be very effective. As the kids looked
around the room at just how many people were standing
they were astounded, and I was too. I had been looking
at the numbers on paper and all of a sudden, when
there were faces looking back at me, I realized how
much our youth were struggling. When I spoke with the
kids, not to them or at them, I felt a great connection.
There was an energy, the Holy Spirit, connecting us.

Feeling the Holy Spirit was very exciting and I
was pleased to have finally found my calling to ministry.
Then slowly I became overwhelmed with thoughts. “What
if one of these kids is in trouble and reaches out to me
and I don’t know what to say/do?” The idea that I might
misdirect someone is terrifying. But this is what happened
in the orphanages, I was being depended on and
vulnerable at the same time. This is the idea of ministry,
allowing others to depend on you while still being
vulnerable yourself. I received passing marks on my
project and final exams, I’ve got my certificate of
completion, and Bishop Daniel had called me about the

Maintaining its devotion to the needy in Ukraine,
this fall, the Bundles for Ukraine group at St. Mary’s
Ukrainian Orthodox Church in New Britain, CT has sent a
record 5,650 pounds of aid to needy children and
Orthodox parishes in Ukraine. At a cost of over $6,000,
the group of 11 dedicated volunteers has sent 189
packages of children‘s clothing and shoes, toys, candy
and school supplies  to orphanages, children’s hospitals,
homes for abandoned infants, and Orthodox parish
priests for St. Nicholas Day distribution. The orphanages
are in Lviv Oblast, Kherson Oblast, Kharkiv Oblast and
Odessa and gift boxes were sent to 35 individual Orthodox
parishes all over Ukraine.

Donations of items and money for shipping come
from the generosity of parish members, parish
organizations and friends.  All money goes for shipping
expenses. The group has established a network of
Orthodox priests in Ukraine, who oversee the distribution
of aid to the needy children.

Volunteers meet each Thursday to sort and pack
items and wrap and address boxes.  These workers are
Father Andrii Pokotylo, Pani Matka Oksana and
Christopher, Yaroslawa Buczko, Ann Harris, Stefan
Melnyk, Lester Sirick, Carol Speck, Katerina Sudyk, and
Julia Stepanczak.  Dr. Joan Kerelejza is chairperson for
the project. John Petruniw supplies all the boxes and
Dimitry Shafran translates all the request and thank-you
letters.

He
is survived by his wife, Panimatka Margarita, his daughter,
Olga, and his grandchildren, Greg (Heidi) Denysenko, Fr.
Deacon Nicholas (Tresja) Denysenko, Lesia (Oles) Skyba,
and Hania (Franko) Metulynsky, and his great-
grandchildren, Mykola and Luba Skyba, Margaret and
Elena Denysenko, and Sophia Denysenko.
